A sponsor who wishes to nominate a girl to be considered for the Miriam Award should complete and
mail a Miriam Award nomination form to her district Girls Ministries Director within six months of the
girl’s outstanding act. (Forms are available from your district Girls Ministries Director.) The following
criteria should be considered:

e Outstanding courage in time of crisis.
o The saving of a life.
e Spiritual fortitude and outstanding attitude under adverse circumstance, such as loss of sight, loss of a

bodily member, permanent handicap, etc.

Note: Please allow 2 to 4 weeks for processing from the time they are received by the National Girls
Ministries Department.
